Of
course sometimes the action required will require sacrifice
and may not be fun but a scout takes is on with the
attitude of “Mesht Badrafist” and completes the work,
witfiout complaint or difficulty. For example in the case
of an accident a scout can administer First Aid and save
a life or if a small child is lost and alone a scout will take
them to a centraf location and deliver them to safe hands.
